We were asked to devise and
produce a quarterly publication both
listing and showcasing upcoming
events in The Royal Parks.

Solution

We created a foldout brochure

with full listings on one side, and a
poster on the reverse highlighting
selected events. To unify and brand
both publications and events, colour
and ornamental form is used to give
a sense of fun and festivity. Listings
have been refined over several
issues to separate events by park
as well as by date. Colour coding

by park and a series of icons to
distinguish event typology aids
ease of use.
